Paragraph 1 (Introduction- 5 points):
· Should include general information about the towns through which the Farmington River runs, general appearance, recreational uses, and the importance of the river’s health.

Paragraph 2 (Physical Indicators- 5 points):
· General information about what topography and physical indicators can tell us about a river (not specific to the Farmington River).

Data Table 1 (Physical Indicators- 5 points):

· Physical Indicators specific to the Burlington and Farmington sites along the river (presented in a data table).
Paragraph 3 (Biological Indicators- 5 points):
· General information about what the type and number of aquatic insects can tell us about a river (not specific to the Farmington River).

Data Table 2 (Biological Indicators- 5 points):

· Biological indicators specific to the Burlington and Farmington sites along the river (presented in two data tables).

Paragraph 4 (Chemical Indicators- 5 points):
· General information about what each of the water chemistry tests can tell us about a river (not specific to the Farmington River).

Data Table 3 (Chemical Indicators- 5 points):

· Chemical Indicators specific to the Burlington and Farmington sites along the river (presented in a data table).
Paragraph 5 (Conclusion- 5 points):
· Compare and contrast the stages and health of the river at each site (Burlington and Farmington) using the information presented above, and suggest reasons for your findings.  This is an analysis of your data.

For each section:

· 1 point will be deducted for each spelling or grammar error found.

· 1 point will be deducted for each instance of inaccurate information.

· 1 point will be deducted for each instance of missing information.
