___Does it give sense of how the river is used and potentially impacted by people?


___Is the purpose of the report stated?

Section Two: (phys)

___Is it clear what is meant by “physical indicator”?


___Is it clear how the indicators were attained?


___Are all the indicators covered at each site?


___Is the data accurate?

Section Three: (chem.)

___Is it clear what is meant by “chemical indicator”?


___Is it clear how the indicators were attained (procedures)?


___Is a quick explanation of each indicator given? (ex: Writer explains what pH means)


___Are all the indicators covered at each site?


___Is the data accurate?


___The data table is well presented

Section Four: (bio)

___Is it clear what is meant by “biological indicator”?


___Is it clear how the indicators were attained (procedures)?


___Are the definitions of EPT and Biotic Indices made clear?


___Does this section tell you how to read the bottom part of biotic spreadsheet?

___Is the data accurate?


___The spreadsheet is well presented

Section Five: (conc)

___Are any differences between the sites discussed?

___Are any indicators that came out as “fair” or “poor” discussed?


___Does writer explain possible reasons for the differences?  (either natural reasons OR human impacts)


___Does writer explain possible reasons for the “fair” or “poor” indicators?  (either natural reasons OR human impacts)


___Does section state answer to purpose statement?

___Title page or header has title, name, date, period, subject


___Graphics and data tables have titles and are referred to in the report

___Report components are in correct sequence (nothing seems random)
